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Tips for Starting Your GYSD Project

Project Ideas: Thinking of an idea for a service project can be the most difficult step. In the past some chapters and groups have done a few of the following service projects:

· Volunteer at a food while learning about poverty and hunger

· Adopt a “grandfriend” at a nearby nursing home

· Make tie blankets for a women’s shelter

· Hold a book drive

· Assemble bags that contain personal hygiene items
